Action 6

Report
The report should be ready for Spring 2011. All Partners send the yet missing elements by the end of February to Sylvain Detrembleur. Once he has combined all contributions (end of March), the report will be sent-out to Partners for corrections and additional elements (end of April). Maïté Fournier needs to check whether there is budget enough to have it summarised and translated (that was not planned initially).

Results

The German results will be provided directly to the Dutch Partners. Extra calculations are needed because the Q100 value for the river Rur is different from the discharge value that generates a Q100 on the river Meuse.

EPAMA has no software to calculate flood surfaces and volumes. That will be solved quickly in order to deliver results by the end of February.

Action 7

Return Periods

The Partners agreed to calculate discharge values for Q25, Q50, Q100, Q100+15%, Q100+30%. The effect of climate change on the lower discharges (Q25, Q50) may differ from the effect on Q100. The delta change applied need to be discussed based on the results from Action 3 (Maïté Fournier contact Gilles Drogue on that matter).

Consistency needs to be checked on the countries’ borders.
Maps

Depending on the parameters, results could be presented on a map or in graphs. Local scales maps will be built for the hotspots. For higher scales, maps are less relevant.

Flood risk calculation

Benjamin Sinaba is still working on the IKSR method to create IKSM. Maïté Fournier would like to get the monetary values used on French territory to check if they need to be adapted for the Meuse part.
The FLEMO model is also mentioned for damage calculation.

The Partners will organise a meeting with Philippe Waard in January to discuss how to use the land-use change scenarios in AMICE.
Low-flow and navigation
Contacts need to be renewed with CETMEF and Flanders Hydraulics on this topic.

Low-flow and electricity

If water rules for the power plants are based on water temperature in addition to discharge, a relation will need to be found between the delta change of the air temperature and the delta change of the water temperature. Gilles Drogue may be able to answer on that subject.

The quantification of damage should be based on the price the electricity producer gets, and not on the price sold to the consumer.

Low-flow and agriculture

Everything is ready for the modelling to start in January 2011. The quantification of damage is also based on the price the producer gets. But these prices are varying from a year to another. Aurore Degré and Maïté Fournier should discuss about the time period used to calculate the mean income.

Low-flow and drinking water

Wouter Vanneuville could not be present today.

Action 8

Wouter Vanneuville could not be present today. Maïté Fournier will invite him to contact Partners via email to start this Action.

The ULg is planning to carry-out a climate check on the Vesdre basin. This basin is highly interesting because it has a network of large reservoirs whom operating rules could be checked, similar to the German reservoirs, and also wetland restoration initiatives.
