of Partnership Agreement between Lead Partner (LP) and Project Partners (PP)

dated 03.03.2011
concerning the AMICE Project
I. Scope and Purpose
1. This Annex governs the procedures of the above mentioned Project Partnership being an integral part of the SIC adapt! consortium.
II. Participation of Project Partners and contact person
2. The participation of the PPs in SIC adapt! is voluntarily and can even continue if the respective Project will be finalized before the closure of SIC adapt!
3. The PPs are asked to mainly contribute to the following SIC adapt! activities (reference: Application Form, version 08.09.2010):

· Action 1: Synergy effects of the projects’ assessment tools,
· Action 2: Catalogue of measures and actions,
· Action 3: Cluster partnership networking and
· Action 9: Cluster Expert Board (CEB).
4. The PPs’ contributions can be realized by delivery of material (such as reports, minutes, presentations etc.) and by taking part as experts to be interviewed by the Cluster Coordination Office (CCO – Actions 1-2), by participation in bi- and multilateral meetings with the other projects and the CCO (Action 3) and by taking part as and naming of potential other experts in the CEB (Action 9).

5. The main contact person of the AMICE Project towards SIC adapt! and the Cluster Leader (CL), Lippeverband, DE is the Lead Partner (LP), EPAMA, FR represented by Maïté Fournier. She will guarantee in particular the information flow between the Project and SIC adapt!, participate as Project representative in the Cluster Steering Committee meetings and coordinate the claiming procedures.
III – Budget
6. The budget share of the AMICE Project is 40.000 EURO which is split among the budget lines “staff costs” and “travel”. Any budget changes have to be agreed beforehand with the CL following the specific Programme rules.
7. The costs are reimbursed following the NWE Programme and national rules. The funding rate is 100 %.
8. The costs should be claimed in accordance with the respective LP and the CL.
III – Reporting and Audit
9. Costs claimed under the SIC adapt! budget have to follow the Cluster specific rules as laid down in the Subsidy Contract, the Partnership Agreement between the CL and the 8 LPs as well as all further instructions given by the Programme Secretariat (JTS) and the CL.

10. Any PP who is claiming costs out of the Cluster budget has to take care for the First Level Control following their current audit procedures.

11. The LP collects and compiles audited subpayment claims all 6 months and progress reports once per year (long version in April) and forwards them to the CL. The CL is responsible for the overall audit and submits the total payment claim including progress report to the JTS.
12. Cluster related audit expenditure costs are eligible within the AMICE Project. Cluster related audit expenditure which is incurred after the individual project closure may be covered by the cluster budget (reference: JTS letter from 17.09.2010 to all LPs).
13. The reimbursement to the PPs will be done via the LPs. 
IV – Individual Project rules
14. The Lead Partner is responsible for coordinating the involvement of AMICE Partners in the Cluster, ensuring all AMICE Partners are informed about the Cluster’s outcomes and monitoring the Cluster–related expenditures within the 40.000 EURO budget.

15. The participation of the PPs being on a voluntary base and not detailed in the AMICE Application Form, the PPs being involved in a Cluster activity, networking with other Cluster Projects and/or incurring costs for the Cluster will report them immediately to the Lead Partner. That will enable the Lead Partner complying with Article 14 of this Annex.
